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Buffalo 180 is a four year initiative to turn Buffalo around!  In 2012, Buffalo will celebrate its 180th anniversary.  Through the use of coordinated community projects, hosted by local companies, we seek to train and create opportunities for youth in community leadership. Currently, 17% of the youth surveyed feel valued by adults, and 75% feel like they have not been given an opportunity for a useful role in the community (Search Institute Study done in 2003 on the Developmental Assets).  Buffalo 180 will provide our young people the strategic planning skills, proven leadership practices and advocacy tools to catalyze effective changes that are designed to demonstrate economic benefits for our region. When young people feel that their voices are heard, more are willing to seek jobs in the local community. With the anticipated growth resulting from projects such as the Erie Canal Harbor Project and the expansion of the Erie County Medical Campus, they will be attracted to take on roles as Buffalo’s leaders of tomorrow. 
Buffalo 180 is seeking to create18 Legacy Projects to participate in our efforts, inviting organizations and individuals to become active partners.
